
EROSION CONTROL LINE ESTABLISHMENT PROCEDURES

-- Sponsoring authority must submit a resolution to the Board of Trustees requesting the approval of the proposed erosion control project and the establishment of an erosion control line.

-- Sponsoring authority, or its agent, must conduct a survey of mean high water for the proposed erosion control project.  Copies of the survey must be submitted to the Bureau of Survey and Mapping for approval of the procedures utilized in determining the location of mean high water.

-- Sponsoring authority, or its agent, must request the Bureau of Beaches and Coastal Systems to conduct a public hearing for the purpose of receiving comments the establishment of the proposed erosion control line.  The Office shall authorize the hearing upon notification from the Bureau of Survey and Mapping of approval of the mean high water survey, and upon indication that all required environmental permits shall be issued.

-- The Bureau of Beaches and Coastal Systems shall require the sponsoring authority to conduct a public workshop immediately preceding the hearing for the purpose of discussing the proposed restoration project and establishment of the proposed erosion control line with the public.  Notification of the public workshop and public hearing shall be as follows:

-- Notice must be published in a local newspaper once a week for three consecutive weeks prior to the public workshop and hearing.

-- Notice must be published in the Florida Administrative Weekly at least one week prior to the public hearing.

-- Notice must be sent certified mail to all riparian owners of property located within 1,000 feet of the proposed erosion control line.

-- Staff of the Department of Environmental Protection shall serve as the hearing officer for the public hearing and shall attend the preceding public workshop.   The appointed hearing officer shall allow 30 days from the date of the public hearing to obtain written comment regarding the establishment of the erosion control line.

-- A hearing officer's report shall be prepared and submitted to the Bureau of Survey and Mapping for consideration.  The following items must also be submitted with the report:

-- Proof of publication of the public hearing notice in the Florida Administrative Weekly.

-- Proof of publication of the public hearing notice in the local newspaper.

-- Proof of notification of the riparian property owners of the public hearing.

-- A copy of the public hearing notice mailed to the riparian property owners.

-- Upon acceptance of a favorable hearing officer's report, the chief of the Bureau of Survey and Mapping shall approve the erosion control line as proposed.  An approved erosion control line will be recorded in the public records of the county, or counties, in which the line lies.

The NOTICE of Public Hearing must include:  (1) the name of the erosion control project; (2) the legal description of the proposed Erosion Control Line; (3) the section, township, range, and county in which the line is proposed; (4) the location, address, date and time of the Public Hearing; and (5) a map depicting the location of the proposed line.

The NOTICE of Public Workshop must include:  (1) the name of the erosion control project; (2) section, township, range, and county in which the project is located; and (3) the location, address, date and time of the Public Workshop.
